THE PROBLEM OF MORAL AUTONOMY [N THE WORK OF JOHN PAUL II

[n this article, the author argues that there is still muoch to learn from the mor-
al theory developed by one of the greatest personalistic thinkers, the former
pope John Paul IL The moral law comes foom God and not from the men, but
that does not exclude their antonomy, since the human being, taking some
part in the way of divine, reaches the full freedom only by obedience with
the law which is preseribed to him. This obedience is called a participated
theonomy because the man’s loyalty to moral principles Implies that human
reason and will participate in God's wisdom and providence. The relationship
between man's freedom and God's moral law is lived out in the moral con-
science of the person. It is realised in various buman acts and their morality
is defined by the relationship of man’s freedom with the authentic good, The
moral quality of husman actitg depends on loyalty to the natural Jaw.
