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Trojruza v heraldickych znameniach
hornouhorskej slachty
(k problematike hladania novych tém vyskumu slachtickej heraldiky)

Vyskum rodovej heraldiky zaznamenal v ostatnych desatroc¢iach v slovenskej his-
toriografii vyrazné ozivenie. Jeho vystupom boli viaceré heraldicko-genealogické
knizné publikicie predovsetkym lexikalneho charakteru. V sti¢asnosti sa vedecky
fokus slovenského heraldického vyskumu zac¢ina orientovat aj na vyskum heral-
dickych pramenov a tiez na problematiku objasnenia formédlneho a obsahového
vyvoja heraldickych rodovych znameni. Zatial pomerne mélo skimani je tema-
tika vyznamu a symboliky jednotlivych heraldickych znameni uhorskej $lach-
ty. Prednédska sa preto zameriava prdve na tuto problematiku a priblizuje jedno
z najrozsirenej$ich heraldickych znameni v uhorskej rodovej heraldike - trojruzu.
Tento obltibeny symbol tak v cirkevnej/krestanskej ikonografii, ako aj medzi pri-
rodnymi heraldickymi znameniami si nasiel miesto v mnohych rodovych erboch
v Uhorskom krélovstve. Tak v prostredi aristokracie, ako aj u nizsej $lachty a ku-
rialistov, ba dokonca aj medzi mestianstvom. Cielom prispevku vsak nie je len
popisat formalne zobrazovanie heraldickej trojruze v erboch, ale zameriava sa aj
na objasnenie procesu jej rozsirenia a oblibenosti cez pribuzenské a spoloc¢enské
vztahy a prepojenia.



Albert Sasko - Tésinsky a jeho posobenie
v Bratislave

Prispevok sa zameriava na osobnost Alberta Saského, ktory posobil v Bratislave ako
uhorsky miestodrzitel (1765-1780) a vyznamne ovplyviioval politicko-spoloc¢ensky
zivot mesta. Albert Sasky (celym menom Friedrich August von Sachsen, vojvoda
sasky a tesinsky, 1738 - 1822) bol vyznamnou §lachtickou osobnostou 18. storo¢ia,
ktora tzko suvisi aj s dejinami Bratislavy. Pozornost nebude venovana len jeho
zivotnej driahe a posobeniu v uhorskom kontexte, ale predovsetkym konkrétnym
aspektom jeho kazdodennej administrativnej a politickej ¢innosti. Specidlny doraz
bude kladeny na rézne kriminélne pripady, ktoré pocas jeho posobenia vo vtedajsej
spolo¢nosti rezonovali. Analyza tychto pripadov umozni napr. lepsie pochopenie
fungovania vtedajsieho stdnictva, objasni niektoré mechanizmy mestskej spravy,
a taktiez $irsie spoloc¢enské pomery Uhorsku, resp. v Bratislave a jej okoli v druhej
polovici 18. storocia.

Pokial ide o slachtické zvyky Uhorského kralovstva, rodina Harasztiovcov je nova,
pretoze ich predkovia s zndmi az z 15. storocia. Najdolezitejsim ¢lenom rodiny bol
Franti$ek, severinsky ban, ktory sluzil v poslednom desatroc¢i vlady Mateja Korvina.
Po zmiznuti svojho otca a bratov zostal Franti$ek jedinou hlavou rodiny. Napriek
tomu sa mu podarilo nahromadit obrovské majetkové dedi¢stvo, ktoré zahfnalo tri
pevnosti a majetky nachddzajtce sa vo viac ako 275 osadach, zo 17 zap a okresov.
Franti$ek tiez upevnil a povysil postavenie rodiny Harasztiovcov vo vyssich spo-
lo¢enskych vrstvach a na konci svojho Zivota sa stal barénom.

Jedinym nenaplnenym rytierskym zadostu¢inenim zostala absencia dlho oc¢akédva-
ného syna. Po troch manzelstvach mal Franti$ek dve dcéry, ktoré vydal do slavnych
rodin. Najstars$ia dcéra, Anna, bola vydata za Michala Paksiho a najmladsia, Katari-
na, za Zigmunda z Levic, potomka bohatej rodiny Lévaiovcov. Vdaka povodu zdedili
obaja zatovia status barénov, no napriek tomu stary rytier zostal vodcom klanu, ta-
kze jeho dcéry zostali v poslus$nosti svojmu otcovi a nie svojim manzelom. Franti-
$ek sa tiez vSemozne snazil odkdzat svoje bohatstvo dcéram a vnucatam. Absencia
muzského dedica a zvyky kralovstva mu sposobili problémy, pretoze Gregor, jeho
synovec po bratovi, si narokoval svoje prava ako hlavny dedic¢. Po rytierovej smrti si
synovec a rodiny jeho dcér rozdelili jeho majetok na zédklade sidnych sporov. Vsetky
majetky a domény Frantiska Harasztiho boli tak rozdelené medzi tri rodiny, a to
Lévai, Paksi a Haraszti.

Celé meno baréna z Hiadela znelo Matthias Hedly ab Hedlyfalva. V uhorskych ge-
nealdgiach nie je ni¢ o jeho predkoch. Roku 1657 dostal titul kralovského radcu
a o sedem rokov neskor mu kral Leopold udelil titul baréna. V zdévodneni sa pise,
ze jeho predkovia slazili uhorskym kralom uz od ¢ias krala Zigmunda. V Hiadeli
mal v prendjme dvoch sedliakov a troch zeliarov. Preto je pravdepodobné, ze v de-
dine nikdy ani nebol. Jeho manzelkou bola Barbora Sunogovd, hlavnd majitel-
ka panstva Bran¢. Matej bol vo veku jej rodicov, baréna Andreja Sunoga a Marie
Nariovej. Je pravdepodobné, ze mal pravnické vzdelanie, lebo zastupoval viacero
vyznamnych rodin v sporoch o dedi¢stvo. Roku 1646 si prenajal v Hiadeli dve celé
sedliacke usadlosti so sedliakmi a zeliarmi a majetkom, ktory k usadlostiam patril
na 40 rokov za 5275 zlatych pre seba a potomkov. Po uplynuti obdobia mal sa stat
vlastnikom tohto majetku. Keby zomrel on, aj potomkovia, majetok sa mal vratit
panstvu Lupca. Manzelka v dohode nie je spomenutd, hoci v tom ¢ase zila. Matej
Hedli z Hiadela zomrel vo veku 65 rokov a v tom obdobi uz nemal potomkov. Zatial
nie je jasny dovod, preco ho pochovali v Szombatheli.



Analyza histérie rodu Sulovskych podla
zachovanych listin

Prispevok sa zameriava na dejiny rodu Stlovskych, ktory patril medzi vyznamné
rody Trencianskej stolice v obdobi stredoveku. Na zdklade zachovanych listin, pre-
vazne z archivneho fondu rodiny Sulovskych-Sriemskych, mdme moznost mapovat
rozne majetkové a rodinné pomery, ktoré ovplyvnovali ich spolo¢enské posobenie
a formovali posobenie rodu v regiéne. Cielom prispevku je priblizit menej zndme
osudy tohto rodu, na pozadi politicko-spolocenského vyvoja. Rodina ziskala ma-
jetky v roku 1336 prostrednictvom donicie krdla Karola Réberta. Hoci na dlhsie
obdobie absentuji vyznamnejsie pramene, dokdzeme sledovat liniu rodu, ktory sa
napokon uspesne etabloval medzi trenciansku $lachtu. Ich vyznam vyvrcholil pocas
vlady Mateja Korvina, ked dostali Stlovski povolenie na vystavbu kamenného hradu
na vrchu Rohac¢. Zalezitosti rodiny Salovskych tak bezpochyby poukazujt na blizsie
vztahy, zivot, postavenie a vyvoj $lachty v rimci regiondlneho zamerania, a to az
do konca stredoveku.
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Dejiny rodu Listius a jeho zastoj v dejinach
ranonovovekého Uhorska

Témou prispevku st dejiny v slovenskych dejiniach nepatrného a okrajovo zné-
meho, ale predsa vyznamného $lachtického rodu s bohatou histériou a pribehom.
Rod Listius (Listhy, Liszth), pévodne zrejme dolnorakiskeho pévodu, bol vply-
vom udalosti neskorého stredoveku, ¢i uz stredoeurépskeho alebo regiondlneho
charakteru, ndteny presuntt svoje tazisko do Sedmohradska (Sibiu). Tu sa Kris-
tof Listius dostal do kontaktu s Mikuldsom Oldhom (1493 - 1568), vyznamnym
humanistom a neskor$im ostrihomskym arcibiskupom, s ktorym sa Listiusovci
dostali aj do pribuzensktva. Nasledne sa Sebastidn Listius a jeho syn Jan uplatnili
na péde Uhorskej dvorskej kanceldrie a Jan sa dokonca stal kralovskym radcom.
Uz tu vidiet spojenie s Uhorskom. To prehibila v prvej polovici tretine 17. storocia
Anna RuZena Listiusova, ktord sobasom so Stanislavom Turzom (1576 — 1625),
predstavitelom spisskej vetvy magnatskeho rodu Turzovcov a uhorskym palati-
nom v rokoch 1622 - 1625, priamo vnikla do jeho dejin a na tzemie Slovenska.
Rod Listiusovcov ndm podéva svedectvo svojej doby, jej zmyslania, kultdry ¢i ne-
duhov, a bidanie jeho dejin mdze obohacujtco prispiet k vyskumu slovenskych
dejin v ranom novoveku.
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Rod IZzoldovcov v Rybniku

Cielom nasho prispevku je priblizit a charakterizovat majetkové postavenie pre-
dialistov ako osobitnej skupiny uhorskej slachty v obdobi novoveku, s dérazom na
17. az 19. storocie, a to na priklade zemianskej rodiny IZoldovcov z Rybnika. Stre-
doveké privilégia predialistov ako osobitnej kategérie slachtického obyvatelstva
boli viackrat potvrdené aj v obdobi raného novoveku: panovnikmi Maximilidnom
II. v r. 1567, Rudolfom II. v r. 1599 a Ferdinandom III. v r. 1640. Pravo usadzovat
na svojich majetkoch predialistov mali povodne okrem panovnika vsetci prelati
i svetski magnati. Neskor sa toto pravo postupne redukovalo. Este v 14. storo¢i
mali na zemi dnesného Slovenska svojich predialistov okrem ostrihomského ar-
cibiskupa aj nitriansky biskup a opat zoborského kldstora. Neskor vsak toto pra-
vo zostalo len primasovi — ostrihomskému arcibiskupovi, dalej Rabskej kapitule
a opatovi benediktinskeho kldstora na Sv. Hore Pandnskej. Najvicsi vyznam vsak
nadobudli predialisti ostrihomského arcibiskupa, ktori sa organizovali v samo-
statnych spravnych celkoch, zvanych stolice. Predialisti ostrihomského arcibis-
kupa byvali nielen v kuridlnych, ale i portdlnych obciach v siedmych stoliciach:
Bratislavskej, Komdrnanskej, Nitrianskej, Tekovskej, Hontianskej, Novohradskej
a Ostrihomskej. Izoldovci patrili medzi arcibiskupskych predialistov, ktori patrili
pod pravomoc stolice arcibiskupskych predialistov so sidlom vo Vrabloch. Aj jeden
z 13-tich oficiolatov jeho rozsiahleho panstva sidlil v Rybniku. Na cele oficioldtu
bol zemepansky uradnik - kapitdn. Kapitin v Rybniku drzal 12-tich jazdcov aj s
konmi, ktori boli k dispozicii pre arcibiskupské vojsko v Novych Zamkoch. Tito
jazdci boli oslobodeni aj od ostatnych dani a dostavali od arcibiskupa plat. K nim
patrili aj IZoldovci, ktori neskorsie dostali od arcibiskupa aj urc¢itd mensiu plochu
pody. Najznamejsi zo vietkych Izoldovcov bol Stefan Izold, ktory sa za vynimocny
hrdinsky ¢in preslavil pri oslobodeni Viedne od Turkov v diioch 11. - 12. septembra
1683. 1. novembra 1685 Stefan Izold bol povyeny cisirom Leopoldom I. do &lach-
tického stavu.
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Etnicka identita slachty skryta v osobnych
menach alebo najstarsie slachtické predikaty
na Slovensku vo forme pridavnych mien

O slovenskom povedomi prislu$nikov slachty na izemi Slovenska v stredoveku ne-
méme vela dokladov. Jednak kvoli tomu, Ze v pramennom materidli danej doby sa
veci duchovnej nadstavby velmi nezachytéavali, jednak kvoli tomu, Ze otdzka narod-
nosti mala u stredovekého ¢loveka int dolezitost. Pravdou je, ze $lachtici v Uhorsku
sa identifikovali s pojmom ,natio Hungarica“, ktory bol zalozeny na stavovskom
anie narodnom principe. Iste aj to bolo pri¢inou neskorsieho ndzoru o neexistencii
slovenskej slachty. Tento ndzor zastdvali ludia, ktori sa na veci minulé pozerali su-
casnymi ocami. Dnes vSak nepochybujeme, Ze mnohi prislusnici strednej a drob-
nej $lachty boli slovenského péovodu. Svedectvom toho st aj ich priezviskd, ktoré
$lachtici pouzivali ako stcast svojho rodového mena, niekedy samostatne ako for-
ma predikdtu, inokedy spolu s primenim alebo predikatom. St odvodené od miesta
ich bydliska, respektive ich rodového sidla a maja formu pridavnych mien. Casto
st totozné s predikdtom (Cernansky de Cerna, Podmanicky de Podmanin), no nie
zriedkavo st odvodené od odlisnej lokality (Malovecky de Bohuslavice). Priez-
viskd s touto slovenskou podobou sa mnozia najmi od 15. storo¢ia a stretdvame
sa s nimi na réznych miestach Slovenska, najmi v jeho severnej a zipadnej Casti.
Su dokladom slovenského povodu a slovenského povedomia ich nositelov. Dolo-
zené st predovsetkym tam, kde bola pocetne zastupend strednd a drobna $lachta
a kde jestvovalo mnoho kuridlnych dedin. I$lo o Trenciansku, Turé¢iansku, Orav-
sk, Liptovskt a Zvolensku stolicu. Je mozné, ze ich zvyseny vyskyt v tejto ob-
lasti bol ovplyvneny blizkostou slovanského prostredia (Cechy, Morava, Polsko),
kde bol tento typ $lachtickych priezvisk v§eobecne rozsireny.

Odev je neodmyslitelnou stcastou kazdodenného zivota ¢loveka uz od nepamiti. Naj-
prv sluzil ako prostriedok ochrany pred chladom, neskor, ked sa manuélna zru¢nost
pravekych Iudi zlepsila a zacali si svoj odev zdobit, plnil funkciu aj esteticku a rozli-
$ovaciu. Odlisili sa pohlavia, ale aj postavenie v hierarchii. Tato funkcia $iat sa postu-
pom Casu rozsirila aj na ndbozenstvo, spolo¢enské postavenie, dokonca prezradzala aj
odkial ¢lovek pochddzal. Prave podla miesta povodu boli pomenované hlavné mdédne
linie, ktoré sa v 16. a 17. storo¢i v Eurépe vyformovali. Medzi $panielske, nemecké a
francuzske médy sa dostala aj uhorska. Bola natolko $pecificka, ze ju jasne rozliSova-
li vo vsetkych katoch Eurdpy. Spéjala v sebe vychodné osmanské vplyvy a zipadné
maniere. Pre cudzincov bola ¢astokrat natolko exoticka, ze si z nej bud robili zarty,
alebo ju nosili ako prejav extravagancie. V dne$nej dobe sa rozdiely medzi nairodmi
postupne zmazavaji a svetu zac¢ina vladnut zipadnd mdéda. Maz( sa nie len rozdiely
medzi spolo¢enskymi vrstvami, ale aj medzi pohlaviami. Odev sa stdva unisexovym
a majetnej$i ¢lovek sa da rozoznat mozno len podla luxusnej znacky odevu. Symbo-
lika odevu, ktord bola kedysi velmi dolezit4, sa spija predovsetkym s mimoriadnymi
udalostami v zivote ¢loveka, ako je napriklad svadba ¢i pohreb. Prispevok prindsa
objasnenie ako vyzera uhorsky odev, ¢i uz muzsky, alebo zensky, aké vplyvy sa na
jeho vizazi podpisali a ako sa prejavil v ludovych tradiciach, ktoré pretrvali podnes.
Zaober4 sa aj ako bol uhorsky odev vnimani o¢ami cudzincov, ako prenikol do re-
prezentacnej politiky Habsburgovcov a ako si ho osvojili husari napoleonskej doby.

Prispevok predstavuje syntézu nedavneho interdisciplinirneho vyskumu vykona-
ného na Vingskej planine (regién Banit), so zameranim na dve novo identifiko-
vané stredoveké lokality: Minastur-5 (Monostor) a Vinga-78 (Seleus). Zatial ¢o
skorsie historicko-geografické a toponymické studie spominali tieto osady, ich
presnd lokalizicia zostala neistd kvoli obmedzenému poctu zdokumentovanych
archeologickych lokalit v porovnani s vyznamnym potencidlom oblasti. Integra-
ciou povrchovych prieskumov, kartografickej analyzy, dokumentarnych zdrojov a
neinvazivnych technik, ako st LIDAR a satelitné snimky, nds vyskum potvrdzuje
archeologickt pritomnost tychto lokalit. Manédstur-5 zodpoveda historicky zdoku-
mentovanému oppidu Monostor, znimemu z pisomnych zdznamov z 15. storocia
ako husto osidlené trhové mesto, pravdepodobne opevnené a casto navstevované
Janom Hunadim. Vinga-78 sa zhoduje s historickym toponymom Seleus, ¢o odraza
vinohradnicke praktiky a nepretrzita stredovekt okupaciu. V oboch lokalitach sa
dolozené subory keramiky datované do 12. az 16. storocia. Této $tidia demonstruje
ucinnost multidisciplinarneho pristupu v stredovekej sidelnej archeoldgii a zasa-
dzuje sa za jeho $irsie uplatnenie v celom Banite s cielom presnejsie rekonstruovat
regiondlne sidelné vzorce a socioekonomické struktiry.

Prispevok sa zaoberd jednou z viacerych stcasti kazdodenného Zzivota uhorskej slach-
ty, a to ucastou na akychkolvek sporoch, riesenych oficidlnou cestou. V obdobi stre-
doveku tvorili predmet vi¢siny sporov $lachty majetkovo-pravne zalezitosti. Ak do-
$lo k hrozbe straty ¢o i len malého kitiska zeme z majetku §lachty, bola tito odhodlana
viest o neho boj pred sidom. Priebeh riesenia majetkového sporu sudnou cestou po-
zostaval z pocetnych procesnych tkonov, z ktorych kazdy jeden si vyzadoval ucast
spornych strdnok, ¢i uz osobne alebo v zasttpeni (svojimi familidrmi z radov nizsej
slachty). Najcastejsie sa cestovalo pred zdstupcov hodnovernych miest a pred sudcov
kralovského dvora (aj v case, kedy boli oni sami na cestéch). Sti¢astou tohto procesu
bolo cestovanie z dovodu snahy podat staznost, dorucit mandat na vySetrovanie pris-
lu$nému uradu, zacastnit sa vySetrovania, sudu ¢i realizacie rozsudku sidu, obhajovat
sa pred sudcom ¢i pred zvolenymi sudcami. Slachta tiez v tejto savislosti cestovala aj
kvoli ziadostiam o odrocenie sporu, kvoli vykonaniu nariadenej prisahy (zvicsa pri
trestnych zalezitostiach), ¢i splateniu vyribenej pokuty (v dosledku ¢oho nasledne
cestovala s potvrdenim za sudcom, ktory pokutu nariadil). Ide len o ¢ast povinnosti,
ktoré boli sucastou sidneho procesu a ktoré si vyzadovali vycestovanie §lachty. Cie-
lom prispevku bude na vybranych $lachticoch prezentovat intenzitu a priebeh cesto-
vania kvoli rie$eniu akychkolvek sporov pocas ich zivota. Autorka sa zameria predo-
vs$etkym na $lachtu, majicu svoje rodové majetky na tizemi dnesného Slovenska a na
obdobie vlady panovnikov z dynastie Anjouovcov a krala Zigmunda Luxemburského.
Okrem cestovania v suvislosti s rieSenim vlastnych sporov si vS§imne aj cestovanie
vybranych $lachticov ako hodnostdrov so sudcovskymi kompetenciami. Vysledkom
bude itinerar vybranych §lachticov, do ktorého budu okrem ciest za spravodlivostou
zakomponované aj iné ,cestovatelské” udaje tychto $lachticov, zndme z dal$ich prame-
nov, ¢im vznikne komplexnejsi obraz o mobilite $§lachty vo vybranom obdobi.

Slachticky rod Uzovi¢ pochddza pévodom z Chorvitska, odkial mali ¢lenovia rodu
prist v priebehu 15. storo¢ia na izemie dne$ného Slovenska. O najstarsich dejinach
rodu sa dochovali iba fragmentarne informadcie a zostali tak velmi zahmlené. V Slo-
venskom ndrodnom archive sa vsak dochoval elench rodového archivu tohto §lach-
tického rodu, vdaka ktorému sa ndm poodhaluje aj jeho stredoveka cast histérie.
Tento $lachticky rod sa zacal objavovat medzi uhorskou $lachtou v druhej polovici
17. storocia a svojej najvicsie casy slavy zazil az v 19. storo¢i. Tomu prispeli ¢lenovia
rodu, ktori zastavali vyssie politické a spoloc¢enské postavenia. Vdaka spomenuté-
mu zachovanému elenchu v Slovenskom narodnom archive v Bratislave, spoznava-
me niektorych starsich muzskych ¢lenov rodu az do konca 15. storocia. V tomto ob-
dobi zac¢ina rod ziskavat svoje majetky na uzemi dne$ného Slovenska. Medzi nimi
sa vyskytuje aj majetok Petovd, podla ktorého mal rod aj svoj pridomok. V mladsom
obdobi si ¢lenovia rodu ¢astokrat pisali k svojmu menu predikat de Petéfalva. Dnes
je tento majetok sticastou obce Pecenady, ktoré sa nachadzaju v okrese Piestany.

Rod, ktory pricestuje spolo¢ne
s novym adeptom na uhorsky trén, si postupne vydobyje svoje postavenie medzi
domacou $lachtou a zaradi sa do elity miestnej spolo¢nosti. Post palatina dostali
hned traja ¢lenovia rodu za sebou. To sved¢i o ich oddanosti korune, ich sile a vy-
sokom postaveni. No postupne ich sldva upadala a niekolkokrat museli zacat od
znova. Boje o korunu, ktoré prebiehali v ramci uhorského stredoveku tvarovali rod
a s novym panovnikom prichddzali aj nové majetky.

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The Three-Rose Motif in the Heraldic Emblems
of the Upper Hungarian Nobility
(On the Issue of Identifying New Research Topics in Noble Heraldry)

In recent decades, the study of family heraldry has experienced a notable revival
within Slovak historiography. This renewed interest has resulted in the publi-
cation of several heraldic-genealogical works, primarily of a lexical nature. Cur-
rently, the scholarly focus of Slovak heraldic research is increasingly oriented
towards the analysis of heraldic sources, as well as toward Investigating the formal
and semantic development of family heraldic emblems.

One area that has remained relatively underexplored is the symbolism and signifi-
cance of individual heraldic charges used by the Hungarian nobility. This lecture
addresses precisely this lacuna, concentrating on one of the most widespread heral-
dic motifs in Hungarian family heraldry—the three-rose emblem (trojruza).

This motif, widely popular both in ecclesiastical/Christian iconography and
among naturalistic heraldic symbols, found a prominent place in numerous family
coats of arms throughout the Kingdom of Hungary. It was employed across a broad
social spectrum, from the aristocracy to the lower nobility, royal court officials
(curialists), and even members of the urban bourgeoisie.

The aim of this contribution is not merely to describe the formal representations
of the three-rose motif in heraldic practice, but also to elucidate the processes un-
derlying its dissemination and popularity—particularly through kinship networks
and broader socio-political affiliations.

Albert of Saxony-Teschen and his activities
in Bratislava

This study focuses on the figure of Albert of Saxony, who served as the Palatine
Governor of Hungary in Bratislava from 1765 to 1780, and who significantly in-
fluenced the political and social life of the city during the late Enlightenment peri-
od. Albert of Saxony (full name Friedrich August von Sachsen, Duke of Saxony and
Teschen, 1738-1822) was a prominent aristocratic figure of the 18th century, whose
life and career are closely intertwined with the history of Bratislava.

The analysis does not limit itself to a biographical overview or to Albert’s position
within the broader Hungarian political landscape. Rather, it concentrates on speci-
fic aspects of his everyday administrative and political activities, with a particular
emphasis on criminal cases that drew public attention during his tenure. By exa-
mining such cases, the study aims to shed light on the functioning of the judicial
system of the period, to elucidate key mechanisms of municipal governance, and to
provide a broader understanding of the social dynamics in Bratislava and the Kin-
gdom of Hungary in the second half of the 18th century.
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Francis of Haraszt knight of the Holy Crown

Regarding the nobiliar customs of Hungarian kingdom, the The Haraszti family
is a new one, because hes ancestor are know only from the 15" century. The most
important member of the family was Francis, ban of Severin who served in the last
decade of Matia Corvin’s reign.

After the disappearance of his father and brothers, Francis remains the only head
of the family. Despite this fact, he managed to accumulate a huge estate heritage that
accumulated three fortresses and estates located in more than 275 settlements, from
17 counties and districts. Also, Francis consolidated and raised the rank of the Ha-
raszti family in the upper ranks of society, becoming, at the end of his life, a baron.
The only unfulfillment of the knight remained the lack of the long-desired son.
After three marriages, Francis had two daughters, whom he married into famous
families. The eldest daughter, Ana, was married to Michel Paksi, and the youn-
gest, Katerin, to Sigismund of Lewa, a descendant of the wealthy Levai family. Due
to descent both sons-in-law inherited the status of barons, but despite this the old
knight remained the leader of the clan, so that his daughters remained in obe-
dience to their father and not to their husbands. Also Francis made every effort
to bequeath his wealth to his daughters and grandchildren. The lack of a male heir
and the customs of the kingdom will cause him problems as Gregor, his nephew
by brother will claim his rights as the main heir. After the knight’s death, the ne-
phew and the families of his daughters will divide his fortune, following lawsuits.
Thus all the estates and domains of Francis Haraszti were divided between three
families, namely Levai, Paksi and Haraszti.
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Baron of Hiadel

The full name of Baron Matthias Hedly of Hiadel was Matthias Hedly ab Hedlyfalva.
Genealogical records of the Kingdom of Hungary contain little information regar-
ding his ancestry. In 1657, he was awarded the title of Royal Councilor, and seven
years later, Emperor Leopold I conferred upon him the title of Baron. The justifica-
tion for this ennoblement cites long-standing service by his ancestors to the Hun-
garian crown, dating back to the reign of King Sigismund (r. 1387-1437).

Hedly held a lease on two peasants and three Zeliari (landless tenants) in the
village of Hiadel, which suggests he likely never resided there in person. He was
married to Barbora Sunyog, the principal heiress of the Bran¢ estate, though
Matthias was of the same generation as her parents—Baron Andreas Sunyog
and Maria Nyari.

It is probable that Hedly received legal training, as he is known to have represen-
ted several prominent noble families in inheritance disputes. In 1646, he leased
two full peasant holdings in Hiadel, along with the attached peasants, tenants,
and property, for a term of 40 years for the sum of 5,275 gold florins, with the
contract including rights of succession to his descendants. Upon expiration of the
lease, the property was to pass into his full ownership. In the event that neither
he nor his descendants survived, the estate would revert to the Lup¢a dominion.
Curiously, his wife is not mentioned in the contract, although she was alive
at the time. Matthias Hedly died at the age of 65, and by that time, he had no survi-
ving heirs. The reasons for his burial in Szombathely remain unclear.
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Analysis of the history of the Sulov family based
on preserved documents

This paper focuses on the history of the Sulovsky family, one of the prominent
noble families of the Tren¢in County during the medieval period. Drawing on pre-
served documents, primarily from the archival collection of the Salovsky-Sriem-
sky family, it is possible to trace various property relations and family dynamics
that shaped their social standing and regional influence.

The primary objective of this study is to shed light on the lesser-known historical
trajectory of this noble house against the backdrop of political and social deve-
lopments. The family acquired its estates in 1336 through a royal donation from
King Charles Robert. Although substantial documentary gaps exist for subsequent
periodes, it is still feasible to follow the family’s lineage, which ultimately secured a
firm position among the Trenc¢in nobility.

The family’s prominence peaked during the reign of King Matthias Corvinus,
when the Sulovskys received royal permission to construct a stone castle on Mount
Rohac¢. The case of the Stlovsky family thus offers valuable insights into the inter-
connectedness of noble life, regional power structures, and the evolving role of the
nobility in Upper Hungary up to the end of the medieval era.
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The history of the Listius family and its role
in the history of early modern Hungary

The focus of this study addresses the history of the Listius (also Listhy or Liszth)
family - a relatively obscure yet historically significant noble house with a rich
and complex lineage. Presumably of Lower Austrian origin, the Listius family was
compelled by the upheavals of the late medieval period—both Central European
and regional in character—to shift its center of gravity to Transylvania, specifical-
ly to the city of Sibiu (Hermannstadt).

In Transylvania, Christoph Listius came into contact with the renowned huma-
nist Nicolaus Olahus (1493-1568), later Archbishop of Esztergom, with whom the
Listius family eventually established kinship ties. Subsequently, Sebastidn Listius
and his son John found careers at the Royal Hungarian Court Chancellery, with
John ultimately serving as a royal councilor—already indicating the family’s in-
tegration into the Kingdom of Hungary’s administrative elite.

This connection deepened in the first third of the 17th century when Anna Rozina
Listius married Stanislav Thurzo (1576-1625), a member of the Spi$ branch of the
influential Thurzo magnate family and Palatine of Hungary (1622-1625). Through
this union, the Listius family became directly embedded in the history of the Hun-
garian nobility and gained a foothold in what is now Slovakia.

The history of the Listius family offers a vivid reflection of the cultural values,
aspirations, and challenges of its time. Its study can significantly contribute to our
understanding of early modern Slovak and Hungarian history, enriching the broa-
der narrative of Central European nobility.
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The Izold family in Rybnik

The aim of this contribution is to present and characterize the property status of
predialists as a distinct group within the Hungarian nobility during the Early Mo-
dern period, with particular emphasis on the 17th to 19th centuries. This will be
examined through the example of the noble family of the 1zold of Rybnik.

The medieval privileges of predialists—a specific category of noble population—
were repeatedly confirmed during the early modern era: by Emperor Maximilian
IT in 1567, Emperor Rudolph II in 1599, and Emperor Ferdinand III in 1640. The
right to settle predialists on estates originally belonged not only to the monarch,
but also to all prelates and secular magnates. Over time, however, this right was
gradually curtailed.

As early as the 14th century, in the territory of present-day Slovakia, predialists
were held not only by the Archbishop of Esztergom, but also by the Bishop of Nit-
ra and the abbot of the Zobor monastery. Later, however, this right was retained
only by the Primate—the Archbishop of Esztergom—along with the Chapter of
Gydr and the abbot of the Benedictine monastery at the Holy Mount of Pannonia
(Szent Pannonhalma).

The predialists of the Archbishop of Esztergom acquired the greatest importance.
They were organized into independent administrative units known as counties
(stolice). These predialists resided not only in curial (noble-owned) villages but
also in portae villages within seven counties: Bratislava, Komarno, Nitra, Tekov,
Hont, Novohrad, and Esztergom.

The Izold family belonged to the predialists of the Archbishop of Esztergom and
fell under the jurisdiction of the county of the archiepiscopal predialists, which
was headquartered in Vréble. One of the thirteen officialates (administrative dis-
tricts) of the Archbishop’s vast estate was also located in Rybnik. Each officialate
was headed by a landowning official—a captain. The captain in Rybnik maintai-
ned twelve cavalrymen with horses, who were available to the archiepiscopal mili-
tary garrison in Nové Zamky. These cavalrymen were exempted from other taxes
and received wages from the Archbishop. Among them were members of the IZold
family, who were later granted a small plot of land by the Archbishop.

The most renowned member of the 1zold family was Stephen 1zold, who became
famous for an extraordinary act of heroism during the liberation of Vienna from
the Turks on September 11-12, 1683. For his bravery, Stephen 1zold was ennobled
by Emperor Leopold I on November 1, 1685.
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Ethnic identity of the nobility hidden
in personal names or the oldest noble
predicates in Slovakia in the form of adjectives

Evidence concerning the Slovak ethnic awareness among members of the nobility in the
territory of present-day Slovakia during the medieval period is relatively scarce. This is
due in part to the nature of contemporary sources, which seldom recorded matters per-
taining to ideological or national consciousness, and in part to the fact that the concept
of nationality held a different meaning and significance for people in the Middle Ages.
It is a well-established fact that the nobility in the Kingdom of Hungary identified pri-
marily with the notion of natio Hungarica, a concept grounded in social and legal status
rather than ethnic or national affiliation. This identification has, in later historiography,
contributed to the assumption that a distinct Slovak nobility did not exist—an interpre-
tation shaped by the anachronistic application of modern national categories to pre-mo-
dern contexts.

Contemporary scholarship, however, no longer doubts that numerous members of the
lower and middle nobility were of Slovak origin. One of the most compelling indicators
of this is found in their surnames, which were often incorporated into noble family
names—sometimes as standalone predicates, other times in conjunction with an addi-
tional surname or predicate. These surnames were typically derived from the locality of
residence or the ancestral seat of the noble family and were adjectival in form.

In many instances, the surname corresponded directly to the predicate (e.g., Cernansky
de Cern4, Podmanicky de Podmanin), although in other cases it was derived from a
different locality (e.g., Malovecky de Bohuslavice). The appearance of such surnames in
Slovak form becomes increasingly common from the fifteenth century onward, and they
are attested throughout various regions of Slovakia, particularly in its northern and
western parts. These surnames provide valuable evidence of both Slovak ethnic origin
and a degree of Slovak self-awareness among their bearers.

Such names are especially well documented in regions where the middle and lower no-
bility were numerically significant and where numerous curial villages (villages held
by the nobility) were present. These regions include the counties of Trencin, Turiec,
Orava, Liptov, and Zvolen. It is plausible that the higher concentration of such surnames
in these areas was influenced by the proximity of other Slavic cultural environments—
specifically Bohemia, Moravia, and Poland—where this form of noble nomenclature
was more broadly established.

Clothing has been an inseparable part of human life since time immemorial. Ini-
tially serving as protection from the elements, it gradually acquired aesthetic and
symbolic functions as human craftsmanship evolved. It began to reflect distinc-
tions not only between genders but also social hierarchies. Over time, dress came
to signal religious affiliation, social rank, and even geographic origin.

Indeed, in the 16th and 17th centuries, Europe saw the emergence of distinct fashion
traditions named after their geographic centers—Spanish, German, and French
fashions among them. Alongside these emerged the Hungarian fashion, which was so
specific in character that it was recognized throughout Europe. It embodied a unique
blend of Eastern Ottoman influences and Western European stylistic elements.

To foreign observers, Hungarian dress often appeared exotic—so much so that it
was either mocked or adopted as a mark of extravagance. In contrast to the uni-
formity of modern Western fashion, early modern Hungarian clothing strongly
emphasized identity and difference.

In contemporary times, national and gender distinctions in dress have increasingly
blurred, with global fashion trends favoring unisex designs. Indicators of wealth
are now primarily visible through luxury branding, rather than through symbolic
or structural elements of clothing. Today, the symbolic functions of dress are lar-
gely reserved for life’s major events, such as weddings or funerals.

This paper seeks to explore the nature of traditional Hungarian attire—both
male and female—tracing the influences that shaped its appearance and the ways
in which it has been preserved in folk traditions to the present day. Particular at-
tention is paid to how Hungarian dress was perceived by foreigners, how it entered
the representational politics of the Habsburg monarchy, and how it was adopted
and adapted by Napoleonic-era hussars as part of their military identity.
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The Noble Residence of Manastur (Timis
County): Between Archaeological Evidence
and Written Sources

This presentation highlights the synthesis of recent interdisciplinary research
conducted in the High Plain of Vinga (Banat region), focusing on two newly iden-
tified medieval sites: Minastur-5 (Monostor) and Vinga-78 (Seleus). While earlier
historical geography and toponymic studies mentioned these settlements, their
precise locations remained uncertain due to the limited number of documented
archaeological sites relative to the area&#39;s significant potential. By integra-
ting surface surveys, cartographic analysis, documentary sources, and non-inva-
sive techniques such as LIDAR and satellite imagery, our research confirms the
archaeological presence of these sites. Manéstur-5 corresponds to the historically
documented oppidum of Monostor, known from 15th-century records as a densely
populated market town, likely fortified and frequently visited by John Hunyadi.
Vinga-78 aligns with the historical toponym Seleus, reflecting viticultural prac-
tices and continuous medieval occupation. Both sites yielded ceramic assemblages
dating from the 12th to 16th centuries.This study demonstrates the effectiveness
of a multidisciplinary approach in medieval settlement archaeology and advocates
for its wider application throughout Banat to more accurately reconstruct regional
settlement patterns and socio-economic structures.
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Medieval noble on a journey for justice
(On the mobility of the nobility in relation
to resolving conflicts through legal means)

The paper addresses one of the several aspects of the everyday life of the Hun-
garian nobility, specifically their participation in any disputes resolved through
official means. During the Middle Ages, most of the nobility’s disputes concerned
property and legal matters. If there was a threat of losing even a small piece of land
from a noble’s estate, they were determined to fight for it in court. The process
of resolving a property dispute through the judicial system involved numerous
procedural acts, each requiring the participation of the disputing parties, either
in person or by representation (by their associates from the lower nobility). Most
often, they traveled before representatives of reputable towns and judges of the
royal court (even when they themselves were on the road). Part of this process in-
cluded traveling to submit complaints, deliver mandates to the appropriate autho-
rities for investigation, participate in investigations, courts, or the execution of
court judgments, and to defend themselves before judges or chosen judges. The
nobility also traveled in this context for requests to postpone disputes, to fulfill
mandated oaths (mostly in criminal matters), or to pay imposed fines (after which
they subsequently traveled with confirmation to the judge who imposed the fine).
This is just a part of the duties that were part of the judicial process and required
the nobility to travel. The aim of the paper is to present the intensity and course
of travel related to the resolution of any disputes throughout the lives of selected
nobles. The author will focus primarily on the nobility with ancestral estates in the
territory of present-day Slovakia during the reign of the monarchs from the Anjou
dynasty and King Sigismund of Luxembourg. In addition to traveling in connec-
tion with resolving their own disputes, the author will also observe the travel of
selected nobles as officials with judicial competencies. The result will be an itine-
rary of selected nobles, incorporating other “travel” data known from additional
sources, alongside their journeys for justice, thus creating a more comprehensive
picture of the mobility of the nobility during the selected period.
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History of the noble family Uzovic¢ of Petova

The noble family of Uzovic originates from Croatia, from where its members are
believed to have arrived in the territory of present-day Slovakia during the 15th
century. Fragmentary information about the earliest history of the family has sur-
vived, making it quite vague. However, an inventory of the family archive of this
noble lineage has been preserved in the Slovak National Archive, which reveals
some insights into its medieval history. This noble family began to emerge among
the Hungarian nobility in the second half of the 17th century and experienced its
greatest period of glory in the 19th century. This was aided by family members who
held higher political and social positions. Thanks to the aforementioned preserved
inventory in the Slovak National Archive in Bratislava, we learn about some of the
older male members of the family up to the end of the 15th century. During this pe-
riod, the family began to acquire its estates in the territory of present-day Slovakia.
Among these was the estate of Petovd, from which the family derived its nickname.
In later periods, family members often added “de Petdfalva” to their names. Today,
this estate is part of the municipality of Pecenady, located in the Pie$tany district.

The story of the Drugeth family is very interesting. The family, which arrived
together with the new candidate for the Hungarian throne, gradually established
its position among the local nobility and became part of the elite of local society.
Three members of the family held the post of Palatine consecutively. This attests
to their loyalty to the crown, their strength, and high status. However, their glory
gradually declined, and they had to start over several times. The struggles for the
crown that took place during the Hungarian Middle Ages shaped the family, and
with each new monarch came new estates. These were predominantly located in
the area of today’s eastern Slovakia in the Zemplin and Uzh counties. Therefore,
we will take a closer look at three members of this family who held the second
highest office in Hungary and their tenure in the office of Hungarian Palatine.
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
